PROHUN 500 - for the fifth time 
 
On 21-24th July 2011, PROHUN 500, the Best Cross-
Country Rally of the Year 2009 and 2010 in Hungary, 
will be organised for the fifth time in Gyula and nine 
neighbouring villages. The rally is included in the 
calendar of the FIA Central European Zone Trophy for 
Cross-Country Rallies and in the Hungarian, the 
Italian, the Czech, the Slovakian and the Polish 
Cross-Country Rally Championships. 
Traditionally the service park will be set up in the 
streets of the downtown of Gyula, so the main street 
of the town will be closed and occupied by race and 
service vehicles for four days. The public can walk 
around in the service park, and the fans can see the 
fight of the crews live at the tracks or on beamers set 
up nearby. Organisers expect more than 60 000 
people to the tracks and at the service park. The rally 
will be broadcasted by 9 televisions, 3 radios and 40 
printed and electronic media. 

 



 

 

Gyula 
 
The 800 years old town of Gyula is situated in the 
Southeastern region of Hungary, at the gate of 
Transylvania, at the Romanian border. Its past, historical 
atmosphere, monuments, beautiful statutes, renovated 
downtown, fountains, flowery parks perfuse tranquility, 
beauty and harmony. 
 
Characteristics of the rally 
 
Main characteristic of the rally is that it covers more than 
500 km of specials. The total distance with the transfer 
sections included is about 700-800 km. Services are 
usually 1-2 hour long, except for the end of the day service 
which is 3-4 hours long.  
The track of the rally consists of the dirt roads around the 
villages. The terrain is mostly sandy, sometimes clayey. 
In Hungary, around Gyula the weather at the date of the 
rally is mostly dry and sunny with an average temperature 
of 19°C at night and 34°C daytime. 

 



 

 

Rally and festival 
 
An important change compared to the past years that 
PROHUN 500 has become a four day event. This means that 
the organiser leaves optimal time for the teams for repairing 
technical problems, decreasing the number of withdrawals. In 
2011 new categories will be included in the rally, T3 and T4 
vehicles can also enter.  
Around the service park in Gyula there will be a festival on 
Friday, Saturday and Sunday with family and child programs, 
concerts and other programs.
